WELCOME FROM THE DIRECTOR

In 2023-2024, the Network continued with strategies and efforts
to support clinicians across the province with virtual education
opportunities which are detailed herein.

The Network continued the process of developing our next five-year & g
Strategic Plan. Unexpected circumstances delayed the progression of the )

plan development, but we are optimistic we will have a final Strategic Plan for 2024-2025. The
feedback compiled through the survey process was reviewed with program leaders at an in-person
meeting in November 2023 with agreement reached on the key Strategic Directions. Further
feedback was obtained through the Advisory Council on a draft of the document with changes
incorporated. Thanks to Emily Dickson (Network Website and Outreach Associate) for incorporating
all the feedback and revamping the document format.

Under the guidance of Bria Barton (Network Education and Research Associate), the 16 online
Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner modules were updated in collaboration with our Forensic Nurse
Educators. This was a lengthy process as all 16 modules were reviewed and revised. They will be
ready to launch in early 2024-2025 fiscal year.

Our forensic educators developed and provided an in-person two-day skills lab training for 15
SA/DVTC program educators in February 2024. The goals of the training were to further develop
the skills of program educators as well as to provide guidance and strategies on how to teach the
skills to new nurses joining the program.

The provincial Navigation Line continues to be a resource for patients/service providers seeking
access to Sexual Assault and Domestic Violence Treatment Centre (SA/DVTC) services. There is an
ongoing need to assist patients seeking access to care at the closest SA/DVTC with a nurse
available. Thank you to all the nurses across the province who have supported this effort. In
addition, our Navigation Line nurses have begun providing guidance and support to service
providers when they provide service at the local community hospital or nursing station.

In this fiscal year, two key documents were updated. In this fiscal year, two key documents were
updated. They include the HIV Post-Exposure Prophylaxis (HIV PEP) Medical Guidelines for Care
and the Guidelines for Medical/Health Care for Clinicians at SA/DVTCs. As a result of changes to
the HIV PEP medications and management, all the HIV PEP Online modules and relevant
documents will also be updated in 2024-2025. The second document is the Guidelines for
Medical/Health Care for Clinicians at SA/DVTCs. Thanks to everyone involved in updating these
documents.

Network funds were allocated this year to purchase the Alternate Light Source (ALS) for each
program to enhance forensic evidence findings. Training on the use of the ALS will be done in the
next fiscal year.
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Two on-line training opportunities were offered to clinicians at our SA/DVTCs specific to Indigenous
Cultural Safety learning.

All the Network’s achievements could not be made possible without the support and leadership
from the Network core team as well as the researchers, Advisory Council, Medical Co-Advisors, the
co-chairs of the nursing and social work communities of practice, and forensic nurse educators.

Thank you to all the clinicians, program leaders and team members over the years who have worked
on our teams. Your contributions have advanced our efforts. And thank you to Women’s College
Hospital and leadership team for their ongoing support in the administration and management of
the Network home base. The Network continues to receive support from the Ministry of Health as its
funder. In 2023-2024, the Ministry of Health approved enhanced funding for 9 SA/DVTCs to
address nurse staffing challenges as well as funding a pilot project for northern community
Emergency Department clinicians.

We will continue to build our capacity and outreach to provide service to survivors of sexual assault
and intimate partner violence wherever they present for care.
